Class Formative Assessments: Laboratory Assignments and in class work count out of 30%. We will always read over assigned lab before actually completing that lab. This is your time to ask any questions.
Summative Assessments: 50%
Tests:  Will always be announced at least one week before they are given.
Quizzes: May not always be announced. 
Both tests and quizzes will be graded upon a % basis out of 100%. I allow students to do extra credit to make up for a failing test grade. Extra credit will not be given for quizzes or labs. If a student is absent for a test or a quiz, they must make up the work they missed upon their return to class. 

Late Work: Will not be accepted unless a student is absent. 
Absence: If a student is absent from school, it is their responsibility to get the work they missed on the day of their return. Once they receive the work, it is due the next day. If the work is not turned in the next day, it will be considered late. Therefore, it becomes a zero. Lengthy absences will be worked out by the student and me. I encourage parents/guardians to pick up work for children who are absent.
