PSAT/NMSQT
11th Grade (Junior) Testing 2021-22 School Year

What is the PSAT? 

 For college acceptance into certain colleges or to participate in honor programs in some colleges a college entrance exam is required.  These college entrance exams are called the SAT and the ACT.  

To help prepare you for the SAT in the spring of your Junior year the PSAT is offered to you in the fall as a practice test for the SAT.  The PSAT measures:  critical reading skills, math problem-solving skills and writing skills.    

Where and when is the PSAT?

Wednesday, October 13, 2021 at McGraw High School at 8:00 a.m.  The test will take approximately 4 ½    hours.  You will be excused from your morning classes but will need to make up the work you missed.   
Is there a cost?

The PSAT costs $18.00.  

If your household income falls below the U.S.D.A. Food and Nutrition Service Income Eligibility Guideline there is a form you can have signed by your parent to get the waiver so the test is free.  The fee waiver application form is on the opposite side of this page.  If you question if you are eligible for the waiver come to the School Counseling Office.        
Do I have to take the PSAT? 
There is no requirement to take the PSAT however, it helps to prepare you for the SAT.       

Most common reasons for taking the PSAT are: 
-practice with being timed on a standardized test. 
-You will receive feedback on your strengths and weaknesses on skills necessary for college study.  

-See how your performance compares with that of others applying to college.

-Helps prepare for the SAT with free personalized SAT study based on individual PSAT results-on the khan academy website.       
-Collegeboard’s Big Future- college search engine for majors, careers, and colleges.   

What if I have testing accommodations?  
If you are a student with a 504 or IEP plan you can take the test on Wednesday, October 13th but without your accommodations.    
When do I sign up to take the PSAT? 
Go to the School Counseling Office and sign up there.  You will receive a practice book.

$18.00 fee due by October 8, 2021 (unless you receive a fee waiver).
